SUBJECT: CFL BULB AND ELECTRONIC RECYCLING

BACKGROUND

Compact fluorescent light bulbs (CFLs) and electronics cannot be thrown into regular solid
waste or recycling containers because they contain toxins. (CFLs contain trace amounts of
mercury while electronics contain cadmium, lead and mercury) Because of this, these items
need to be properly disposed of.

Attached are handouts that list places within Merced County that accept these items from
residents, free of charge.

CFL Bulb Recycling
February 25, 2009

According to the EPA’s Energy Star® Program, if every American switched out

one incandescent light bulb to an energy-saving compact fluorescent light bulb (CFL),
it would prevent more than 600 million in annual energy costs and prevent greenhouse
gases equivalent to the emissions from 800,000 cars.

Switching from the traditional incandescent light bulbs to CFLs is an easy

change consumers can do to make their home more energy-efficient.

However, CFLs also contain small amounts of mercury in each bulb and should not be thrown

into the trash once they eventually wear out. They should be properly recycled at any of the three
following locations in Merced County for free:

1)

The Home Depot (Los Banos: 209-509-3940, Merced: 209-722-2600) - The Home Depot®
launched a national in-store, recycling program for compact fluorescent light (CFL) bulbs. At
each of its 1,969 locations, customers can bring in any expired (dead), unbroken CFL bulb
inside a plastic bag and deposit both the bulb and bag into the orange collection unit. The
collection units will be located at either the front end of the store near the entrance, by the
Returns Desk, or near the exit doors.

Electronic “E-waste” Recycling
February 25, 2009

As of February 9, 2006, old electronics, or “E-waste,” cannot be thrown away with

the regular solid waste or recycling because of toxic metals found within them, such
as cadmium, lead and mercury.

The following is a list of places within Merced County that will accept E-waste for free:

Best Buy 209-383-3623 — Starting February 15, 2009, Best Buy Co., Inc. will be accepting
electronics for recycling in all of its 1,006 stores nationwide. Customers can bring in up to two (2)
units of consumer electronics per day, per household, including televisions and monitors up to 327,
computer CPUs and notebooks, computer mice, keyboards and speakers, small electronics, DVD
and VCR players, phones and remotes.

Best Buy also accepts the following in a collection kiosk between the sliding doors: cell phones,
CDs, DVDs, inkjet cartridges, PDA/smart phones, and rechargeable batteries.

BACKGROUND

Community cleanups allow residents to discard their bulky items, tires, appliances, and other
items for either free or at a minimal cost. They are sometimes paired up with County of Merced
Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) events; however, there will not be any Spring HHW
collection events for 2009 due to lack of funding.

The community cleanup dates for the Cities and County of Merced are as follows:

City of Atwater: March 21 from 7 AM - 2 PM across from 470 Aviator Drive

City of Dos Palos: April 25 from 9 AM — 12 PM behind Johnnie’s cleaners

City of Gustine: April 4 and April 11 from 9 AM - 2 PM at the recycling drop off area (26501
Carnation Road). There will also be an e-waste and used car/truck battery collection in the south
parking lot of Schmidt Park.

City of Livingston: must schedule an appointment with Gilton for the Bulky Item Cleanup
Program by calling 1-800-894-8980. Residents can call anytime to schedule an appointment to
have their items picked up at the curb.

Merced County Community Clean-up Program

The Merced County Public Works is coordinating with each Municipal Advisory Council for the annual
Community Clean-up in their districts. The Community Clean-up will start on January 24, 2009.

These Community Clean-ups will allow local residents to dispose of tires, appliances and other throwaway
items.

There will be charge for some items. People discarding large appliances will be charged $1.00 and
mattresses will also cost $1.00.

Truck tires from 16.5 to 20 inches in size will cost $2.00 per tire. Regarding car tires, the first 4 tires will
be free, any tires over the 4-tire limit will cost $1.00. No tractor or heavy equipment tires will be
accepted.

Carloads of discards will be charged $1.00 while pick-ups, vans, and station wagons will be $2.00. Smaller
single axle trailers less than 8 feet will be $3.00, while trailers 8 feet and 1-ton trucks will be $4.00. NO
PRESSURE TREATED WOOD ACCEPTED.

Trucks over 1-ton or trailers over 8 feet will not be accepted, no exceptions. All the Community Clean-ups
will start at 9:00 AM and conclude at 2:30 PM SHARP.

The County again finds it necessary to charge a fee to reduce the cost of this clean-
up activity. The following is a cost comparison of the Community Clean-up rates
versus present County Landfill rates. However, this year Merced County has
received a State Grant from the State of California for the disposal of passenger
tires. There will be a limit of four passenger tires per load. Any passenger tires
beyond the four tires will cost the participant one dollar for each additional tire
dumped at the Community Clean-up. The Grant will not cover commercial loads,
truck or tractor tires and will not be accepted as part of the Community Clean-up.
We will set aside an area for truck tires outlined in the comparison rates at $2.00
each.

Beechwood/Franklin area, Delhi limits, Le Grand limits, McSwain area, Planada limits, and
Winton limits (Households on the outskirts of these areas have curbside solid waste only)
